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Group Classifications 
 

 
All groups will be determined by Community Services Department. 

 
Group 1: City of Rancho Cucamonga sponsored and co-sponsored events and other governmental agencies. 
Examples: City of Rancho Cucamonga all departments and County of San Bernardino 
 
Group 2: Must be an approved Non-Profit Group with the City of Rancho Cucamonga. Additional approval process required.     
Examples: Churches of Rancho Cucamonga, Alta Loma Little League team meetings, City based Boy Scouts pack meetings. 
This must be an event for or sponsored by a non-profit group based out of Rancho Cucamonga. It must be for the organization 
designated, not for personnel use. Wedding receptions/parties would not fall in this category; it would be a group 3 or 4.  
 
Group 3: City resident private parties, employee organizations, political candidate fundraisers and social events. City resident 
non-profit functions that do no meet Group 2 criteria. Non-resident, non-profit, civic, social organizations and schools. 
Examples: Weddings, birthday parties, pastor appreciations, Upland Kiwanis club meeting, Fontana High School dance team 
practice. 
 
Group 4: City resident commercial business and profit making activities. Non-resident private parties, employee associations, 
commercial, business, profit making organizations and churches. 
Examples: Church of Rancho Cucamonga annual fundraiser, ReMax realtor meetings, Upland Vons Holiday Party.

 Brookside- Is a large banquet hall and is able to accommodate up to 180 guest banquet style.  Theatre style may 
accommodate up to 175.  The kitchen is attached and must be reserved separately. Round tables are only available 
for this room, a max of 23 round tables are available.  

 Filippi- Food and Drinks are not permitted in this room. It has a large stage that is great for presentations or recitals. 
Banquet style can accommodate 80 guests, Theater style 92. The only tables available for this room are rectangular 

 Regina- Is our smaller banquet hall that can accommodate up to 95 guest banquet style.  The only tables available 
for this room are rectangular and can accommodate up to 15.  A kitchen is not available but the room is equipped 
with a sneak and lots of counter space. This room is ideal for smaller parties and meets.
